Thank you for supporting the 2024 Concerts in the Park!  This family-oriented, fun series of 

summer concerts is presented by the Costa Mesa Foundation in collaboration with the City of 

Costa Mesa.  In an e�ort to ensure that all who visit the concerts have an enjoyable experience, 

here are a few tips to keep in mind when you attend: 

• Arrive early – The fun activities for kids begin at 5 p.m.

• Bring chairs/blankets – There’s plenty of space to sit and relax!

• Parking is limited – Carpool, walk, or bike to the park to avoid the hassle of parking. 

• Ride your bike – Bike racks are available, so cruise on over!

• Eat – The series features some delicious food trucks make sure to pay them a visit!

• Drink responsibly – Visit the Beer and Wine Garden between 5-7:45 p.m., but make 

   sure to consume all alcohol in the designated area ONLY.  

• Open containers of alcohol, smoking, or vaping are NOT permitted at the park.

• Dogs must be on a leash. 

• Wear your sunscreen and bug spray.

• Wear your (comfortable) dancing shoes. 

• Respect all park rules and wildlife. 

• No Littering – Please pick up your trash (and after your pets).
